So with that | had to be the beasEbad news and let John down at Pleasant Valeyvkthat
we would not longer be coming to his camp, whicbtslh complete hole in his summer. But the good news
was that getting two separate weeks for boys arisl\gas a done deal, cemented in. However, now d¢ame
bad news

Our T tour of New Life Camp was one of great excitemamd anticipation. We walked around and
dreamed, free of dollar signs and time tables. Treality struck. Pleasant Valley had a pool, amgzinapel,
cafeteria, newly completely gym, several event tiocs, and other amenities.

Throughout the next months, from September to rmwincredible amount of the change, structurally
and personally began to occur. New Life Camp conggd a pavilion which is perfect for chapel, coetely
remodeled the gym, and open us up to the world imEMichigan events. Just outside the entrance tar Ne
Life Camp is a horse ranch which will allow us tartcipate in the long desired activity of horselading.
Beyond just the horses, New Life Camp has a hostaabes and other boats for the kids to enjoy en th
private pond. So as you can see excitement bedaretoagain.

Of course we've made other changes, drive-in canget-active chapels, and others, but the future is
bright. We no longer have to build and teardown;oaea build and leave for next year. We are ablmaie
substantial investments that will stand for thoasaaf children to enjoy!
